2. Outline of Webinar, at 1 or 1.5 hours, including the amount of time spent on each topic. Please include 15 minutes for questions from WM attendees to presenters.
3. 3-4 Learning Objectives.
4. Names and credentials of speaker(s). Include a bio/CV for each speaker, as well as any industry affiliations.

· If the sponsor chooses the Standard Format, then a WM DPG Representative will host the Webinar.

· If the sponsor chooses the Premium KRM Format (a professional webinar production company), then a KRM representative will host the Webinar

· Sponsors may also choose to utilize their own production team and produce and telecast the approved Webinar (working in conjunction with the WM Professional Development Team).  If this is the sponsor’s intention:

a.     The Sponsor must file for CPE with CDR using the prior approval format – The ADA requests application at least six weeks prior to the Webinar.  Please note:  the CPE for a Sponsor-produced live Webinar cannot be through WM.
b.     In order to get approval for CPE: The entire Webinar, whether an hour or 1.5 hours, must be all educational; the time frame cannot include any administrative communications or promos by the sponsor.
c.      WM will handle CPE certificate distribution and record keeping for all participants.

WM will apply for self-study CPE for the Webinar recording to be available on the WM website approximately 3 months after the live event.

 

Scheduling: 

Preferred days for webinars are Tuesday afternoons and Wednesdays.    Time preference: between 11 AM – 9 PM ET. 

Prospective Attendance: 

Typically 600-700 registrants for fully sponsored webinars (no cost to attendee), with a majority (more than 60%) of registrants attending.  These webinars are available to members to view and receive credit for one year additional (if they cannot view the webinar live).  In comparison, fee-based webinars average fewer registrants and attendees, from approximately 25 to 100 attendees.
